Math Courses (4 credits)
1. Algebra 1 (1 credit, 9th grade)

Texts Used- A Beka Book: Algebra 1 (selected chapters), Math-U-See: Basic Algebra and Geometry (this text is a two year course that was also used in 10th grade for Geometry)

Supplementary Materials- Algebra Unplugged by Kenn Amdahl and Jim Loats, Barron’s: Algebra the Easy Way
A standard college preparatory Algebra 1 course including the use of manipulatives, scientific calculator, and word problems.  Grade based on chapter tests for both texts.

2. Geometry (1 credit, 10th grade)

Text used- Math-U-See: Basic Algebra and Geometry (this text is a two year course that was also used in 9th grade for Algebra)

A standard college preparatory Geometry course including the study of proofs.  Grade based on chapter tests for both texts.

3. Honors Algebra II (1 credit, 11th grade)

Text used- Math-U-See: Algebra II, Intermediate Algebra with Applications Fourth Edition by Aufmann, Barker & Lockwood (a college level text)

A comprehensive Algebra II course including the use of manipulatives, scientific calculator, and word problems.  Grade based on selected chapter exercises from Intermediate Algebra used as tests.

4. Introduction to Calculus (1 credit, 12th grade)

Texts to be used- Everyday Learning Corporation: Calculus Primer, Everyday Learning Corporation: Graphing Calculator Lab Manual
Course to be completed in the second semester of twelfth grade.  A standard college preparatory introductory calculus course including the study of functions, limits, and derivatives, and the use of a graphing calculator.
